Due to a change in the law, the monthly allowance has been reduced by 0.2% per month since April.
S Application for the allowance is required in both cases.
Childcare Allowance
This system aims to promote child welfare by helping to provide support for children of single parent families.
[Who can receive the allowance] Any mother or father who is providing for a child in one of the following
situations and between the age of the date of his or her 18" birthday and the following March 31. Or, anyone who
is looking after that child instead of the child's mother or father.
- A child whose parents are divorced
+ A child whose father or mother has died
- A child whose father or mother is severely disabled
+ A child whose father or mother is not known to be alive or dead
- A child who has been abandoned by the father or mother for more than one year
- A child whose father or mother has received a domestic violence protection order from the court.
- A child whose father or mother has been detained for at least one year.
+ A child whose mother was born out of wedlock
- A child whose parents are unknown.
If the child is mentally or physically disabled, the allowance may be available up to age 20 upon application.

Special Dependent’s Allowance
2 This allowance is available to parents or guardians who are taking care of a child under the age of 20 who is
physically or mentally disabled.
